The mats are suitable for both 
indoor and outdoor use, and may be 
attached directly to any mesh rein-
forcement.
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General installation guidelines
The following guidelines must be 
observed when installing the heating 
cable mat:

The heating cable mat must be 
installed with a ý xed connection 
(not a plug socket).
The heating cable mat must be 
connected by an authorised electri-
cian.
The speciý ed maximum output for 
various installation and operating 
conditions must be respected.
The heating cable mat must be 
protected against mechanical 
stress at all times, and must never 
be stretched.
Clean the surface and remove any 
sharp objects.
The cableôs bending diameter must 
not be less than 6 x the cableôs 
diameter, 4.20 cm.
Ensure the cable wires do not 
touch or cross over one another.
Do not lay the connection or the 
end of the heating cable in wet 
areas such as showers or under 
bathtubs, etc.
Do not lay the heating cable under 
built-in baths, cupboards, walls, 
etc.
Connect the earth wire of the heat-
ing cable in accordance with local ing cable in accordance with local 
regulations.regulations.

Do not shorten the heating cable 
as this will increase the output per 
metre.
Check the insulation resistance 
and the resistance of the heating 
cable once it has been installed. 
This applies both before and after 
the concrete is poured. The resist-
ance of the mat must be as speci-
ý ed on the label: -5 ï +10%.
Do not ý x the heating cable of the 
mat in such a way that it ôlocksô. 
Note that it should still be possible 
to move the cable after attaching 
any ý xing strips.
The heating cable mat must be 
equipped with a circuit breaker 
with multi-pole breaker at the start 
of the cable. In addition, we rec-
ommend the use of a deviregÊ 
thermostat.

The heating cable should not be 
installed at temperatures below 
-7ÜC. (If you have to ý t the cable 
at low temperatures, connect it to 
mains for a short while as this will 
make it easier to install. Please 
note that the cable mat must be 
unwound to keep the cable tem-
perature from getting too high.)perature from getting too high.)



Installing the cable mat in cement þ oors
Begin by fastening the heating cable 
mat to the mesh reinforcement 
using strips or ý xing wire. Do not ý x 
the heating cable of the mat in such 
a way that it ôlocksô ï it must be able 
to move.

Unroll the mat up to the point at 
which it is to be rotated.

Cut the tape using scissors and 
rotate the mat so that it can be 
unrolled to cover the area next to 
the part of the mat that has already 
been unrolled. Do not cut the cable!

The cable can be loosend from the 
tape, and can be placed as usual. 
This feature can be very usefull 
around drains or other objects.

A deviregÊ thermostat should be 
used at all times. If a þ oor sensor is 
used, it should be installed in a pipe. 
The pipe should be placed in the 
concrete between the cable loops 
and the end of the pipe should be 
sealed. We recommend that you 
draw a simple sketch showing the 
heating cable mat and the sensor 
position.

Traditional concrete

A decision must be made as to 
whether or not the þ oor should be 
insulated. This depends on the exist-
ing þ oor construction, the location of 
the þ oor, the construction height, etc. 
The under þ oor heating must not be 
used until the concrete has hardened, 
i.e. after approximately 6ï8 weeks or 
as speciý ed by the manufacturer of 
the concrete.
